Preamble

The total amount of the estimated value of the contract for the provision of the service, including the prices and fees for the bidders, is lower than the financial limit established by the generally binding legal regulation issued by the Public Procurement Authority (Decree No. 493/2021 Coll. of the Public Procurement Authority establishing the financial limit for an over-limit contract, the financial limit for an over-limit concession, and the financial limit for a design tender) and at the same time, pursuant to Section 1(13)(h) of Law Act No. 343/2015 Coll., the financial limit for the tender for the provision of the service is lower than the financial limit established by Law Act No. 343/2015 Coll. on Public Procurement and on Amendments and Additions to Certain Law Acts, as amended (hereinafter referred to as the ‘Law Act on Public Procurement’), this Act shall not apply to the creation and delivery of the results of own creative intellectual activity resulting in a work of visual art. 
On the basis of the above, the Public Procurement Law Act shall not apply to this tender.

Košice Region Tourism invites you to submit a tender bid in a public non-anonymous tender.

The design tender is implemented with the financial support of the Ministry of Tourism and Sport of the Slovak Republic. 
	
2. Name of the tender:
‘DESTINATION VIDEO OF THE KOŠICE REGION’

3. Description of the subject matter of the tender:
The subject matter of the tender is:  The subject matter of the tender is to obtain creative ideas for the production of a modern, dynamic, and visually and content-wise attractive Destination Video of the Košice Region based on the defined positioning of the destination, i.e. UNSPOILED KOŠICE REGION, which provides the ideo-creative basis for the implementation of the destination video. The main idea of the video is specified in Annex 1 - Assignment.    

The purpose of the tender is to select the supplier of the video with the most interesting bid, which will then be implemented by the winning bidder. 

More precise content background and requirements for the tender bid are contained in the Terms of Reference. 

The maximum value of the contract should not exceed EUR 30,000.00 including the VAT and shall include
· Author's conceptual-creative part - script processing.
· Preparation and processing of shooting hours plans.
· Production and post-production of the destination video about the Košice Region and                
all the proposed formats (including audio visual and graphic elements of all the works).
· Transport costs associated with the production and post-production of the work.
· Spoken word in Slovak and English and/or subtitles.
· Extras (including consent to the processing of personal data).
· Implementation of minimal photographic documentation of the shooting and  
production of the destination video with the possibility of publishing and using the materials for the promotion of the project in the online environment.
· License.

Tender bids shall contain a design in the following scope: 

1. Creative idea concept (basis for the script).
1. Exact timetable of the production, considering the period defined by the tenderer for  
the Implementation of the work, i.e. June - September 2025.
1. References - min. 3 relevant videos made in the last 4 years.
1. The total price for the complete execution of the work. 

If the tender bid does not contain some of the elements defined in these terms and conditions, the tenderer shall have the right to request them from the bidder additionally. 

4. Type of design tender: 

Public non-anonymous single-round tender open to an unspecified number of bidders. After the evaluation and conclusion of the tender, the promoter hereby undertakes to make a contractual relationship with the winning bidder for the complete implementation of the work, i.e. the production of the destination video according to his/her tender bid.


5. Bidders 

The tender is open to natural persons - self-employed persons or legal entities that carry out activities related to the production of films and video recordings. 

The tenderer submitting a bid shall meet the professional qualification requirements in relation to the tender terms and conditions and shall substantiate its technical and professional competence with references that are his/her/its own work (at least three videos of a similar or larger nature in the last four years). He/she/it shall also meet the minimum required standards, i.e. have at least three years' experience in the field, i.e. film and video production.

The fulfilment of these criteria shall be evidenced by affidavits of the bidder's authorisation to conduct business in the given field and of the bidder's professional experience, which are in the annexes to this call for tenders.  At the same time (in the case of tenderers from the Slovak Republic), they shall submit an extract from the Commercial Register or the Trade Register confirming the tenderer's professional competence

Each bidder may submit a maximum of two entries to the tender

[bookmark: _1fob9te]6. Conditions of participation in the tender: 

The tender bid shall be an original work of the author(s). The final tender bid shall be submitted in electronic form. 
Each bidder may submit a maximum of two entries to the tender.

7. Persons excluded from participation in the tender:

The person who drew up the tender conditions or the person who drew up the evaluation criteria for the tender may not take part in the tender.
The tender is not open to persons who are employed by the Tenderer.
The members of the commission shall not be bidders in the tender, nor managing directors or members of the governing bodies of the legal entities submitting bids to the tender.

8. Announcement of the tender and deadlines 

The tender is announced on 12 May 2025 by publishing the Tender Terms and Conditions and other requirements on the Košice Region Tourism website (https://org.kosiceregion.travel). The organizer of the tender, Košice Region Tourism, has also decided that the tender will be published in the EU Official Journal https://ted.europa.eu/sk/. The announcement of the design tender will be sent to the EU Official Journal for publication on 12 May 2025.
Bidders may submit their bids electronically no later than 31 May at 23:59.

It is the date of receipt of the bid that is the decisive deadline. Bids received after this deadline will be excluded from the tender. 





9. Procedure for opening and verifying tenders

The verification of the tender bids is not public. All the bidders will be informed of the outcome of the design tender after it has been evaluated. 

10. Communication:

10.1	The Tenderer will communicate with the Bidders electronically, via email: miroslava.seregova@kosiceregion.travel. The Tenderer is obliged to ensure transparency and non-discrimination in communication, in particular by providing all bidders in the tender with information to the same extent. 
10.2	Mutual communication and communication between the tenderer and the bidders shall be conducted in the Slovak language or in the English language in a manner that ensures the completeness and content of the data provided in the tender bid and guarantees the protection of confidential and personal data.
10.3	The Tenderer shall allow unrestricted and direct access by electronic means to all documents/information provided during the deadline for submission of tenders. The tenderer shall publish all the documents as electronic documents on the web (https://org.kosiceregion.travel).
10.4	Rules for service - a consignment shall be deemed to have been served on a party when the addressee has an objective opportunity to acquaint him/herself with its contents, i.e. as soon as the document is in his/her possession.

11. Explanation:

11.1	If clarification of the information given in the call for tenders is required, any tenderer may request such clarification by e-mail to: miroslava.seregova@kosiceregion.travel. The request for clarification shall reach the tenderer no later than 23/05/2025 at 16:00 hrs.
11.2	The tenderer shall promptly provide clarification of the information necessary for the preparation of the tender bid by publishing anonymised responses on the web (. l
11.3	The Tenderer requests that all clarifications, if any, be incorporated by the tenderers in their tender dids.



12.Evaluation system

	The tenderer, on the day of the commission meeting, i.e. 4 June 2025 at the headquarters of the tenderer, will evaluate the fulfilment of the conditions of participation of all tenderers prior to its implementation. Subsequently, during the commission meeting, the evaluation of the criteria for the evaluation of the tenders of those tenderers who have fulfilled the conditions of participation will be carried out. In the event of tenders being eliminated for failure to meet the conditions for participation, the secretary of the commission shall present the reasons for elimination to the members of the commission. 

	If the tender bid fails to contain some of the elements defined in these tender terms and conditions and their annexes, the tenderer shall have the right to request them from the bidder additionally through the evaluation commission during the personal presentation of the tender bid by the bidder. If the bidder fails to complete or prove the missing elements by 6 June 2025 at the latest, his/her bid may be excluded from the tender.   

	Submitted bids will be judged by an expert evaluation commission on 4 June 2025 (Wednesday). 
	
	IMPORTANT:

	If the bidder is interested, the call for bids will allow a personal presentation of the submitted bids to the evaluation commission at the headquarters of the call for bids. 

	In justified cases, if the presence of the bidder in person is not possible for objective reasons, the bidder may request a presentation via the online platform. In both cases (in person or online presentation of bids), the bidder shall make his/her interest known by 31/05/2025 at the latest. The exact timeframe for in-person or online presentations will be communicated to the tenderers no later than 2 June 2025, based on the tenders received. 

	The evaluation of the tender will be communicated to the bidders by e-mail no later than 10 working days after the end of the meeting of the evaluation commission and will subsequently be published on the website of the bidder, https://org.kosiceregion.travel. 


13. Remuneration and compensation

Within 10 days from the date of announcement of the results, the tenderer will open a dialogue with the winning bidder on the making of a contractual relationship for the implementation of the destination video.   

All the costs associated with the preparation and submission of the tender bid shall be borne by the bidder without any financial claim against the bidder. 

14. Binding period for tenders:
The bidder shall be bound by his/her tender bid during the specified binding period. The binding period shall run from the expiry of the deadline for submission of tenders until 31/12/2025, inclusive. During that period, the tenderer shall be bound by their bid and may not withdraw it from the tender. 

15. Language of the tender bid:
The tender bid shall be submitted in the Slovak language or in the English language. If the tender bid is drawn up in a foreign language, it shall be submitted together with a translation into Slovak; this shall not apply to the tender bid documents drawn up in the Czech language. 

16. Preparation of the tender bid:

16.1	A tender bid is an expression of the free will of the bidder that he/she wishes to provide the tenderer with the specified performance in return for payment, subject to the terms and conditions as set by the tenderer, without specifying his/her own special conditions.
16.2	The tenderer shall submit the tender bid in electronic form within the deadline for submission of tender bids as required in this call.


17. Submission of the tender bid:

17.1	Tender bids shall be submitted within the specified deadline for the submission of tender bids. 

The deadline for submission of bids shall be 31/05/2025 at 23:59 hrs.
The meeting of the commission will take place at the headquarters of the tenderer.  

The announcement of the tender results will take place after the in-person/online presentations and the commission evaluation no later than 18 June 2025. Each bidder will receive written notification of the commission's decision. The results will also be published on the tenderer's website, https://org.kosiceregion.travel. 

17.2	A bidder may submit a maximum of two entries
17.3	The Bidder shall submit the tender bid in electronic form through the online form:   https://form.jotform.com/251311917947360
within the deadline for submission of tender bids as per the requirements specified in this call for bids. The tender bid shall be submitted in a legible and reproducible form. In the event that a tenderer submits a paper tender, the tenderer will be disregarded by the tenderer.
18. Addition, substitution, and withdrawal of the tender bid:

18.1	A bidder may subsequently supplement, amend, or withdraw the submitted bid until the expiry of the deadline for submission of bids.

19. Opening of tender bids:

19.1	The opening of the tender bids will take place on 4 June 2025 at the Košice Region Tourism, Bačíkova 7, 040 01 Košice, the Slovak Republic.
19.2	The opening of tender bids will be closed (without the participation of the bidders).
19.3      All the bidders will be informed of the result of the tender after the evaluation by the  
              commission.


20. Conflict of interest:

20.1	If the tenderer becomes aware of a conflict of interest, it shall take appropriate measures and remedies to prevent the conflict of interest from continuing.
20.2	If it is not possible to eliminate the conflict of interest by other effective measures, such as in particular the exclusion of the interested person[footnoteRef:1] from the process of preparation or implementation of the tender or the modification of his/her duties and responsibilities, the tenderer shall exclude the bidder concerned by the conflict of interest. [1:  In particular, the person concerned is
an employee of the tenderer who is involved in the preparation or implementation of the competition or any other person who provides support activities to the tenderer in the competition and who is involved in the preparation or implementation of the competition; or 
a person with decision-making powers of the tenderer who can influence the outcome of the tender without necessarily being involved in its preparation or implementation.] 



21. Evaluation commission:

21.1	The tender entries will be judged by an expert 5-member commission of creative, marketing, tourism, and advertising professionals:

5. Michaela Krivaňová (Executive Directress of the OOCR Slovenský raj&Spiš)
6. Commission alternate: Ing. Jozef Želinský (member of the Commission for Tourism and Cross-Border Cooperation)
21.2	No one who is a bidder, a person close to the bidder, his/her employee, statutory representative, partner, shareholder, etc. may be a member of the commission or an alternate member of the commission in a tender bid.
21.3	The tender entries for which a prize has been awarded and paid, shall be the property of the 
 		bidder.
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22. Method and rules of the commission evaluation:

22.1	After the in-person/online presentations by the bidders, the evaluation of the bids will proceed during the evaluation commission meeting according to the established criteria for the evaluation of the bids.
22.2	In the event that any member of the commission has a conflict of interest as defined in clause 20.3 above, he/she shall be excluded from the commission. If such a situation arises, it will be noted in the Minutes of the Evaluation of Bids.

23. Criteria for the evaluation of the bids submitted and the relative weighting of each criterion

In the event that any member of the commission is an employee of, or directly related to, one of the bidders, he/she shall declare a conflict of interest and leave the room for the duration of the presentation of the tender bid and the evaluation of the bid by the commission. The vote of such a member of the commission will have zero weight for that bid. If such a situation arises, it will be mentioned in the minutes of the evaluation commission meeting. 

The evaluation commission will assess the submitted bids in accordance with the following criteria: 

Criterion 1: Total contract price in EUR 
Contract price for the subject matter of the tender in EUR.
If the bidder is not subject to the VAT, he/she shall indicate this fact, the price excluding the VAT and the VAT rate of 0%. 
The price actually paid by the tenderer for the subject-matter of the contract will be evaluated, regardless of whether the bidder is a VAT payer or a non-VAT payer.
The proposed price of the subject matter of the tender shall be based on the required scope in accordance with the terms of reference (Annex 1) and shall include all the costs associated with the subject matter of the tender in the required quality, quantity, and specification, subject to the fulfilment of the conditions and requirements as set out in this Tender for Bids. 

The maximum score for this criterion: 50 points (the maximum score will be awarded to the tenderer with the lowest proposed total contract price expressed in EUR, and for other tenders will be determined by proportion. The award of points for Criterion 1 (total price in EUR for the provision of the subject-matter of the tender) shall be calculated as the ratio of the lowest proposed total contract price in EUR for the provision of the subject-matter of the tender and the proposed total price in EUR for the provision of the subject-matter of the tender being evaluated, multiplied by the maximum number of points for Criterion 1. The resulting score shall be rounded to 2 decimal places. 




Criterion No.2: Creative idea bid for the destination video

The bidder is required to develop a creative idea bid for the destination video of the Košice Region reflecting the defined positioning of the destination Košice Region - Unspoiled Region and in accordance with the specification given in Annex 1 - Assignment.

A Creative Idea Bid shall include the following attributes:  
· 1. authenticity,
· 2. emotion,
· 3. wow effect, 
· 4. imaginativeness,
· 5. originality.

The qualitative level of processing shall consider the fulfilment of the tenderer's requirements, the insight and attractiveness of the communication towards the defined target groups (Annex 1 -  Assignment). 

The maximum score for this criterion: 30 points (30 points is the best possible score and 0 points is the worst possible score). 

The number of points will be awarded by the commission based a professional evaluation as follows: Each bidder's idea bid/script will be evaluated separately and may receive from 0 to 30 points as follows:
0 points - if the bid does not meet the above attributes,
30 points - if the bid meets the requirements of the tenderer to the highest possible extent. 

The evaluation of each tenderer's bid is determined by the allocation of a number of points according to the evaluation method as set out above. Once the appropriate number of points has been allocated to each bid, a cross-totalling of the points allocated to all the evaluated implementation bids will be carried out in relation to the individual bids of the tenderers. The successful tenderer will be the tenderer whose bid scores the highest points when the total number of points awarded after the sum of the resulting scores is compared. The tenderer whose bid, after a comparison of the total number of points awarded after the aggregate of the resulting scores, achieves the second highest score will be ranked second. The ranking of the other tenderers will be determined in the same way according to the number of points obtained. 

Special provision: No more than one tenderer may be awarded the same number of points under this criterion.

Criterion 3: Assessment of the quality of the submitted reference, i.e. the video produced

The tenderer is required to submit a sample of the work or finished work to assess the quality and expertise of the tenderer. The choice of the work to be assessed is at the discretion of the relevant bidder. The commission will evaluate the quality of no more than one sample selected to represent the bidder's work. 

Criteria assessed:
· Appropriate choice of music in relation to the communicated content
· Using modern technical trends in video production
· Natural transition between shots
· Natural expression of the performers
· In the case of spoken word/voiceover, the voice chosen appropriately for the context  
of the video and the overall performance (voice dynamics, intonation, etc.)
· Clarity of spoken word/subtitles
· Authenticity 
· Appropriately chosen dynamics of shots in relation to the communicated content
· Logical sequence of the shots displayed
· The intensity of the video in terms of its ability to draw the viewer in 

The maximum score for this criterion: 20 points (20 points being the best possible score and 0 points being the worst possible score). 
The number of points will be awarded by the commission as follows: each submitted sample, i.e. video, will be evaluated individually on the basis of professional evaluation and may receive from 0-20 points as follows:
0 points - if the submitted work sample does not meet the above criteria,
30 points - if the submitted work sample meets the requirements of the tenderer to the highest possible extent. 

The evaluation of the quality of the bidder's work is determined by the allocation of a number of points according to the evaluation method set out above. Once the appropriate number of points has been allocated for each of the samples or videos submitted for assessment, a cross-totalling of the points allocated for all the samples or videos assessed will be carried out in relation to each bidder's performance. The successful bidder will be the bidder whose work sample scores the highest score after the total number of points awarded after the aggregation of the resulting point values are compared with each other. The bidder whose work sample, after a comparison of the total number of points awarded after the sum of the final marks, achieves the second highest mark will be classified as the runner-up. The ranking of the other bidders will be determined similarly according to the number of points obtained. 

Special provision: No more than one bidder may be awarded the same number of points under this criterion.

The tenderer shall be entitled to select as the winner the tender bid which has been awarded the highest number of points on the basis of the above criteria, by the decision of the evaluation commission.

The decision of the evaluation commission is binding on the tenderer. After the evaluation of the tender, the tenderer shall award a contract to the bidder whose bid is judged by the evaluation commission to be the winning bid and thus the most identical to the tenderer's requirements and the evaluation criteria specified. 

In the event that the winning bidder withdraws from the implementation of the work before the making of the contractual relationship with the tenderer, the next bidder in the order determined by the evaluation commission will be invited to implement their bid. 

The evaluation commission will exclude from the tender bids received after the deadline or submitted in an inappropriate place and bids that do not otherwise comply with these terms and conditions and their annexes. 

Unsuccessful bidders may not claim damages from the bidder. 


24. REWARDS to bidders in the design tender: 

The tenderer sets a reward of EUR 500.00 for the bidder who obtained the second highest number of points in the evaluation by the commission and a reward of EUR 300,- for the bidder who obtained the third highest number of points in the evaluation by the commission. 

A dialogue will be opened with the bidder who receives the highest number of points in the evaluation by the commission to make a contractual relationship for the implementation of the destination video (Annex 5 - draft contract for work and license agreement.

the results of the bidders will open a dialogue on the making of a contractual relationship for the implementation of the destination video.   

All the costs associated with the preparation and submission of the tender bid shall be borne by the bidder without any financial claim against the tenderer.

25. Other information of the tenderer: 

25.1	The Tenderer hereby reserves the right not to accept any tender if the circumstances under which the tender was launched change or if none of the tenders submitted meets the specified requirements.
25.2	The Tenderer hereby undertakes to fully respect the copyright in accordance with Law Act No. 185/2015 Coll., the Copyright Law Act.
25.3	The Tenderer hereby undertakes, in accordance with copyright law and respecting the intellectual property, not to misuse any of the entries for its own purposes.
25.4	After the announcement of the tender results, the Tenderer shall reserves the right to retain the tender entries in digital or print form for the purpose of archiving the tender. 
26.5	By submitting a bid, the bidder grants the Tenderer permission to publish information about his/her participation in the tender, as well as the publication of the tender bid itself or its parts, which are the intellectual property of the bidder or the authors of the tender bid, as the case may be. 
25.6	The Tenderer reserves the right to terminate the tender without selecting a winning design.

26.Financing of the subject matter of the contract
The activity is implemented with the financial support of the Ministry of Tourism and Sport of the Slovak Republic.
